Step 05
A D J U S T I N G  H A R D W A R E .

Leveling the unit with the adjustable glides is a critical step in ensuring the doors and drawers are aligned. 
Ensure unit is level before making adjustments.

A) To remove the drawers, extend the drawer completely, squeeze both locks on the underside of the drawer 
while pulling the drawer out and lifting it upwards. To reinstall, lower the drawer front into place and push 
closed, making sure the hook on the back of the drawer slide is secured. Drawer height can be adjusted by 
moving the tab shown below.

B) Hinges work in pairs. If you adjust one hinge, you will likely need to adjust the other. If the door needs 
adjustment from TOP TO BOTTOM, use screw #3. If door needs adjustment from SIDE TO SIDE, use screw #1. 
If door needs adjustment from FRONT TO BACK, use screw #2.
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Additional Information

CAUTION

This product is not intended as a clothing storage unit or dresser.

NOTE

Keep furniture out of direct sunlight and away from heat sources; excessive exposure to sunlight may 
cause color fading. Take care in avoiding excessive touching or rubbing the leather as natural oils 
from skin can accelerate discoloration. The leather may have slight color variation from piece to piece 
that will even out over time. The natural beauty of the leather has an inherent delicateness, so slight 
scratches or distressing may occur with use. In the event a light scratch does happen, use the included 
cleaning cloth to gently buff the scratches.

MOORE AND GILES CLEANING CLOTH

No lengthy prep or clean-up, no extra cleaning supplies to keep track of, and no multi-step process 
to follow. The microfiber cloth is saturated with a proprietary and gentle blend of waxes and oils; just 
a few quick strokes of the cloth will buff everyday scratches and abrasions back into the leather and 
your favorite product is left looking unblemished and refreshed. DO NOT press too hard as swirls and 
scratches can occur. If that does happen, use the cloth again to gently buff them out.

WOOD CLEANING

Clean with a slightly damp, soft cloth. To remove dirt and fingerprints, use a quality cleaner formulated 
for wood furniture. Wipe completely dry with a soft cloth in the direction of the wood grain.
