Any single drawer can be easily removed. The 
interlock will re-engage when the drawer is 
reinserted and closed. If multiple drawers needs to 
be removed, the following procedure must be used:

1. Remove the 1st drawer.

2. Reach inside the back of the case and move the 
actuator to the ‘CLOSED’ position.

3. This will allow a 2nd drawer to be removed.

4. To remove a 3rd drawer, move the actuator to the 
‘CLOSED’ position for the 2nd drawer.

5. Continue until all the drawers are removed.

To install the drawers, the rear actuators must be 
moved to the ‘OPEN’ position for each drawer being 
installed. Only 1 actuator can be moved at a time.

CAUTION: Do not install and slam any drawer shut 
with the actuator in the ‘CLOSED’ position. This may 
damage the actuator or bend the latch which could 
cause the system to malfunction. 

To reinstall the drawers, the following procedure 
must be used:

1. To install the 1st drawer, reach inside the back of 
the case and move the corresponding actuator 
to the ‘OPEN’ position.

2. Insert the drawer and slowly close until the 
interlock engages.

3. To install the 2nd drawer, reach inside to the 
back of the case and move this actuator to the 
‘OPEN’ position.

4. Continue the installation with each successive 
drawer.
