Wall anchors and fasteners are included 
for installation. Please consult your local 
hardware professional to determine the 
hardware best suited for your wall type.

Position the wall cleat at the desired 
location. Use a level to help align the bracket 
horizontally and mark the location of the holes.  
If the mounting location is not located on a 
stud, drill a 5/16” hole in the marked locations 
and insert the wall anchor. If the mounting 
location is located on a stud, the step of 
installing an anchor may be skipped. Instead, 
drill a 1/8” pilot hole in the marked position.

Align the shelf cleat with the wall cleat. Place 
the shelf against the wall with the shelf cleat 
above the wall cleat. Gently slide the shelf 
down to engage the cleat.
